VISION 2020 is built around Living Word’s core values of
Welcoming, Equipping, and Sending, with goals that are
specific, measurable, achievable, realistic and time-
bound (SMART).

= By December 2020, we will have a dedicated group
of about 25-50 people meeting regularly in the
Fulshear area committed to a new mission start in
Fulshear.

= By December 2020, Living Word will add an
additional staff dedicated to starting a second
worship campus in Fulshear.

= By December 2020, 50% of our worshipping
community will participate in weekly Christian
Education and outreach activities.

= By December 2020, Living Word's attendance will
reach 600 in regular weekly worship.

= By December 2020, 40% of our worshipping
community will be under the age of 40.

= By December 2020, we will develop vibrant ministry
networks that connect 100% of all our seniors and
those young at heart.

= We will engage in ongoing intentional outreach to the
unchurched, de-churched, under-churched, non-
Lutherans, and those disenfranchised by organized
religion.

= By December 2020, 10% of our membership will be
active tithers, and we will increase our yearly
stewardship pledge participation to 30% of our
membership.
